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Application 

These instructions describe how to install the hardware shown in the table below. Each kit 
consists of a set of screws and cage nuts with matching threads. These kits are used to 
secure equipment to mounting rails or other mounting brackets that have square holes.

Tools Required 

• #2 or #3 Phillips drive screwdriver (see table above for size of drive). 
• Cage Nut Tool or Pliers to install cage nuts. 

 
 
Installation and Removal of Cage Nuts 

On equipment mounting rails, cage nuts are installed on the back side of the mounting 
flange as shown. Cage nuts snap in to square holes and are easily removable. 
 

Using Pliers – grip cage nut with pliers, insert one side of cage nut into hole, squeeze 
clips together, rotate opposite side of clip into hole, and release clip. 

 
Using Cage Nut Tool – From the inside of the rack-mounting flange, insert one edge of 
the cage nut into the hole.  Push the tool through the hole and hook the other edge of 
the cage nut. Pull the tool and the cage nut back through the hole. 

 
To remove cage nut, reverse the above procedure.
